The perturbatory narration
concept enables to typify and systematize moments of
disruption in fictional texts, combining narrative
processes of deception, paradox and/or empuzzlement
and to analyse these perturbing narrative strategies in
very different filmic texts.

Far from teleological historiography, the pan-European
perspective on Early Modern drama offered in this
volume provides answers to why, how, where and when
the given phenomena of theatre appear in history. Using
theories of circulation and other concepts of exchange,
transfer and movement, the authors analyze the
development and differentiation of European secular and
religious drama, within the disciplinary framework of
comparative literature and the history of literature and
concepts. Within this frame, aspects of major interest are
the relationship between tradition and innovation, the
status of genre, the proportion of autonomous and
heteronomous creational dispositions within the artefacts
or genres they belong to, as well as strategies of
functionalization in the context of a given part of the
cultural net.

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RESUMEN: El afio 1924 constituird un momento
trascendente en la trayectoria de Manuel Bandeira y
Gerardo Diego. Distanciandose de los
condicionamientos postsimbolistas, Bandeira publicara
O ritmo dissoluto, vinculdndose con la fase inicial del
modernismo brasilefio e incorporando a su poética
elementos cotidianos, el verso libre y nuevos metros no
convencionales. Por su parte, Gerardo Diego sacara a la
luz su Manual de espumas, preocupado por la
indagacion en la imagen multiple y la construccion de
representaciones que establezcan redes de sugerencias
sin referencia inmediata. Pese a la distancia entre
ambos poetas, su sentido de ruptura sin renunciar a la
tradicion singulariza su trabajo a partir de la utilizacion
de la musica como herramienta de experimentacion
discursiva. Por consiguiente, este trabajo reflexiona
sobre la capacidad interartistica de ambos libros en
funcion de la importancia que en ellos tiene la musica
como indagacion en un sistema cuyos elementos,
incontaminados frente al lenguaje verbal, le permiten
alcanzar el ideal de una nueva belleza que el
modernismo y las vanguardias se afanarian en hallar
hasta agotar todas sus posibilidades.

RESUMO: O ano de 1924 serda um momento
importante na histéria de Manuel Bandeira e Gerardo
Diego. Distanciando-se da influéncia pés-simbolista,
Bandeira publicou O ritmo dissoluto, ligado a fase inicial
do modernismo brasileiro e incorporando objetos
cotidianos, verso livre e novos elementos métricos nao

convencionais. Por outro lado, Gerardo Diego vai José
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Antonio Paniagua Garcia / De baladas, madrigales y
nocturnos: Manuel Bandeira y Gerardo Diego, poetas
musicales (1924) apresentar Manual de espumas,
preocupado com a indagacédo sobre as multiplas
reprensetacoes de imagem e construcdo de redes para
estabelecer sugestbes sem referéncia imediata. Apesar
da distancia entre os dois poetas, o sentido de ruptura
sem sacrificar a tradicdo distingue o seu trabalho a partir
do uso da musica como instrumento de experimentacao
discursiva.

1924 is a very signifi ant moment for Manuel Bandeira
and Gerardo Diego. On the one hand, Manuel Bandeira
will publish O ritmo dissoluto, a book of poems in which
he put away his writing from the post-symbolist influence
and achieve, in the incipient context of Brazilian
modernism, a poetic that incorporates daily elements,
free verse and a new unconventional metre. On the other
hand, Gerardo Diego will publish Manual de espumas,
very focused on the inquiry into the multiple image and
the building of representations that establish a set of
suggestions without immediate reference. Despite the
distance between the two authors, their sense of rupture
linked to the poetic tradition distinguishes their writing

due to the use of music as a tool of discursive
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experimentation. To sum up, this paper reflects on the
interartistic capacity of these two poetry books according
to the importance that music acquires in them as a way
of inquiry in a system whose uncontaminated elements
allow them to achieve a new beauty ideal that
modernism and the avant-garde tried to find until the end
of their experimental processes.
